Paxton’s Guitar  
 
Richard Lion Heart, locked up in a 
tower Austrian’s , The Holy 
Roman Emperor,  abuse of power  
They passed him to the German’s 
and in Trifels castle it is said  
Blondal the Troubadour sang and 
a ransom saved the Kings Head 
Eight hundred years went by and 
a new Troubadour  you could say 
he saved me he inspired me to do 
much more  I heard his songs as a 
young boy so I learned to play 
guitar It became my life my living 
and helped me to travel far   
 I’m the boy who played Tom 
Paxton’s Guitar I sang his song, 
as special guest star It took thirty 
six years of dreaming  to do a 
show with him that was a rare 
treat’ he said as I finished it made 
him grin That’s the Signature 
Guitar Martin made for you  He 
said yes how I love it,  give it a try 
and you’ll love it too  I said you‘re 
sharp in control  he said I love to 
do my show  but the travel,  
Midge,  my grandsons, how they 
grow I don’t know which of yours 
is my favourite song  Quick as a 
flash and with that grin he said yes 
I know I felt the same way for so 
long  For all these years  I sung 
Tom’s songs all around the world  
this is to say thanks and look back 
at a life unfurled  Blondal saved 
the life of a King, Paxton’s words 
and melodies  Saved me from 
offices and factories  Tom sang of 
abuse of power of love and many 
a thing His music gave me 
confidence gave me the heart of a 
King and he shock my hand he 
made my dream complete 

There was a man called James Burke, he worked for the BBC Television for  
many years One of the television series which, he made was called 
‘Connections’ (http://www.k-web.org/), I did not see the series but I still have the 
book.  He argued that certain happenings in history could not have happened 
without certain other happenings and these happenings made other happenings 
possible. It is an interesting read. The connection for me here is that the spark 
which got me started was Tom Paxton and many of the events in my little life 
could not have happened without that initial connection. 
 
The first of Tom songs I knew was ‘Bottle of Wine’, but I did not know it was his. 
 
The first time my voice was recognised was when I was 5 years old and was 
picked to sing in the school Christmas play. Later I joined the church choir and 
progressed on to Westminster Abbey. In the senior school I became a part of 
every play and concert and when I was a teenager John Phipps and John 
Spencer introduced me to Tom Paxton‘s music. Shortly after this I started to learn 
Guitar simply so I could play Tom’s Songs. The first was ’I Give You the Morning’. 
I began singing in the Folk Clubs of London.  Bunjie’s was one of them, here I 
met Theo Johnson, I later found out that Tom’s first tour of Britain was organised 
by Theo. There is a long story, that won’t fit here, regarding this. 
 
Alan Robinson, Mike Watson and Ken Leftwich ran the ‘Cabbage Patch Folk 
Club’ in Twickenham, they asked me to be resident singer. Alan gave me my first 
professional gig at the Southern California in Sutton New Years Eve 1973. He 
then introduced me to Bob Kember. Bob became my agent and by New Years 
Eve 1974 I was full time professional in the entertainment business. The first gig 
was at the Pock Arms in Caledonian Road North London. It was not the greatest 
gig. I was neat and tidy and knew my ‘Folk Songs’ but the audience were looking 
for ‘Rock Around the Clock’, they were disappointed.  So for the next few months 
most of my waking hours were involved in learning the kind of songs people 
wanted to hear in Pubs at that time I could sing around 700 different songs.

While you Sleep while you sleep 
lend me your love while you sleep 
you don’t need it then I’ll give it back 
again lend me your love while you 
sleep In the morning when you lie 
with the quilt pulled up so tight or 
when the sun is setting and your 
tucking in at night it’s at these quiet 
moments with my worries to my self 
that I wonder where your heart is 
and if your doing well When your in 
another city if your often on your own 
and the distant places and faces of 
your friends and of your home you 
may need some one beside you to 
chase the ghosts away to lie there by 
your side until the morning breaks 
the day 

The people from ‘Opportunity Knocks’, a TV Talent Show, took interest in me and 
involved me with some of the greats in the British record business. Eventually I 
signed a Management contract with Len Tucker who also managed David 
McWilliams. David’s Song ‘Didn’t it Rain’ became my first ‘Big Time’ record with 
the B side ‘Only You’. You can hear ‘Didn’t it Rain on my album’s ‘My Passport 
Says Planet Earth’ and ‘The Extraordinary Songs of David McWilliams’. ‘Only 
You’ is included here using the original backing track, made with the great Kenny 
Woodman, and a new vocal track made for this album. There are two reasons for 
this 1) It is a huge contrast to all the other songs on this album and gives me a 
chance to sing in a completely non-folk way. 2) I met Tom Paxton a few days 
before I recorded this and he told me to go into the studio and be ‘the boss’ well 
there was not a chance of being ‘the boss’ that day….. but thirty years later there 
is, because now I am the one puts all this together and so I am in control of the 
whole thing. 
 
My career took me to 22 countries provided me with several homes, new cars 
and a good material life style. It gave me contact to great people, many of who 
are my great friends today. I performed in many radio and television shows and 
hit the front page of many newspapers in various countries. It went on for a 
quarter of a century and I stopped…...Then things started again and I could 
understand something of David Helfgott, in the Film ‘Shine’, which shows his life, 
he runs through the rain to a restaurant and bangs on the door because he must 
play the piano which is inside. I found myself in a similar situation and sometime 
after that Tom Paxton arrived back in my life, and I performed in a concert with 
him in February 2005.  I then wrote a song to tell the story of this event and then I 
met some of Tom’s Friends and asked them to join in and then an album which 
started out as a bunch of new songs by me became an album of songs by me 
and some of Tom’s friends and so here is the album ‘I’m the Boy Who Played 
Tom Paxton’s Guitar’. It is a present to Tom and I hope that he will like it, but he 
didn’t strike me as the man who would say one way or another,  but we will see.

01 Here’s to the Rocky Road Time 03.50  I met Steve Gillette because of the show with Tom Paxton. The 
first time I heard of Steve was from a John Denver Album I purchased in 1974 ’Rocky Mountain High’ 
Steve’s Song ‘Darcy Farrow’ was on it. I was to introduce Steve and his wife Cindy Mangsen in concert, I 
was a little nervous having read Steve’s CV. We sat down and Steve and Cindy got out their guitars, ‘let’s 
play something’, they said, ‘what’ I thought.  It came to me that Tom had caused this meeting so I started 
picking out ‘The Last Thing on My Mind’ Steve said ‘Just like Tom does it’ very nice of him to be so 
comforting but I cannot say I truly believed him at this point !  Steve Gillette, Dennis Dougherty and David 
Kleiner wrote the song. Compass Rose Music. Steve wrote a book about song writing and Tom wrote a 
piece for that book.

03 Hope the Years and You have Been Good Together Time 07.06 John Spencer started to teach me to 
play the guitar and he introduced me to Tom Paxton’s music. I wrote this song for him having lost touch 
with him for some twenty years, then I found him again.   
 
04  Light a Light Time 02.49 Janis Iain has long been a favourite of mine, when I offered the chance to be 
apart of this CD she was the first to accept, she wrote 07.03.06 ‘Almond, I'd be glad to make a 
contribution, but I'm on the road from now until pretty much November…’ unfortunately she wrote 05.01.07 
‘Almond, I'm sorry, I just can't participate. I'm completely snowed under with deadlines right now. 
Apologies for having taken up your time.’ A magnificent song writer and performer and this one of her 
finest songs. I know she wanted to participate as Tom gave her much encouragement in the early part of 
her career.

05 Only You Time 02.30 I met Tom Paxton shortly before I recorded this with Kenny Woodman. You may 
know Kenny from Sandy Shaw’s ‘Puppet on a String’. Tom told me to go into the studio and be the boss, 
no chance. this was the ‘B’ side of my first ‘Big Time’ record. What is offered here is the original backing 
track with a new vocal. It is a very different style from the other tracks and allows me to sing in a 
completely different way.  Tune Code 3049037E Buck Ram, Andre Rand, EMI/Wildwood 
 
06 Country Roads Time 02.41 John Denver was a good friend of Tom’s and this is the song which many 
people remember of John’s. I have never heard John’s version. Once I was in Singapore and I purchased 
a cassette tape  ‘John Denver Country Roads’ was written on the packet, however, it was a bunch of 
Chinese fellers “ta mee ‘ome konttree rooads”. Tune Code 156023N Bill Danoff, Taffy Nivert and John

08 Imagine Time 04.28 Tom met the Beatles when they performed together at the Isle of Weight Festival. 
Tom also wrote a song called ‘Crazy John’. This song follows the theme of Peace Will Come and I feel it fits 
in well here. John Lennon,  Lenono Music. 
 
09 I Was Born Here Time 04.01 I include this song because Tom is well known for songs which were, in 
former, times called ‘Protest Songs’. This is a song of the grandchild of a refugee who finds some people 
don’t want to accept him as a native of the land into which he was born. Like the song ‘Imagine’ I would like 
people to realise that were are all born here on planet earth and for the most part there is not a cats whisker 
between us.

12 True Companion Time 03.30 The young man who wrote this song is a great song writer and a fine 
musician,  When I asked him to join in this CD he wrote  06.03.06 ‘I don’t know when I’ll get to add my track. 
It depends on Jerry, my engineer, who goes through phases of busy times and thumb-twiddling times. Self-
employed, you know. So, whenever he has a moment on the calendar, we’ll at least give it a listen and see 
if I can add something that makes it mo betta.’ 24.10.06 he wrote ‘Way cool! Thanks for the email. I've had 
all I can do since we last talked, with trying to get my own album done and touring like a wanted man. ‘If you 
want the song done by Jan 22nd, I should just pass on it. I won't have any time in the studio before then, 
can't afford to do it on the road, and have no recording capability of my own. Thanks for cutting "True 
Companion." It is the sincerest compliment and I appreciate it.’ Jonathan Byrd Music. Tom wrote about 
Jonathan “What a treat to hear someone so rooted in tradition but growing in his own way.” 
 
13 The Dark Side of The Moon Time 03.37 This is a beautiful song written by Cindy…..Cindy Mangsen 
Steve Gillette wrote 14.12.06 ‘The other small wrinkle I need to mention is that on Cindy's song, it's 
important to get the lyric right. The correct reading is "Learning to see by the dark of the moon, as well as 
the light of the day." I know it's a strange phrase, the "Dark of the moon," but it's that way on purpose. It's 
paradoxical and poetic. She's getting at the idea that it's important to be able to navigate in one's later life 
not so much by the sign posts, but more to rely on one's intuitive and spiritual senses. Otherwise it's great!’ I 
actually sang it correctly except on the second vocal which for some unknown reason I got it wrong and 
sang ‘by the Light of the Moon’.

When my parents had their 50th 
wedding anniversary I made a speech using a song by Paul Simon called ‘Old’ and I wondered how many 
songs have been written for parents.  It be came a challenge to produce something meaningful but without 
too much emotion or sentimentality. In a sense the challenge is that one knows too much.  
 
 
16 While you Sleep Time 03.03 Anne Hills seems to be someone very special to Tom, she has made an 
Album with him and toured as well as singing backing vocals on other albums. I am proud to say that she

18 Streets of London Time 03.37 When I was about 16 Marianne Segal would perform at ‘The Half Moon’ in 
Putney, on a Friday night.  You could not get in the door. I performed there on Monday nights there were 
many available seats ! Sometimes Ralph McTell would stand at the back of the room by the bar and one 
night he took interest in me, I was over awed and forgot my words and mess everything up, Ralph walked 
away. Marianne saw Tom Perform at the ‘Half Moon’, and I saw Graeme Taylor and Marianne perform there 
as ‘The Home Service’. I sang this song for Norman Newel at a test recording for EMI in the studio’s over 
Chapel’s Music Shop in New Bond Street London. Ralph is the man who wrote this famous song he is also 
a great friend of Tom Paxton and Tom admires Ralph a lot, when we spoke of Ralph Tom took a sharp in 
take of breath. Ralph McTell. Westminster Music Ltd 
 
19 Mrs Beckenham Time 04.05 Tom writes of many subjects and sometimes there is a song where the 
meanings are obscure. This song is designed to have you wonder what it is all about, you can make up your 
own mind.   
 
20 I’m the Boy Who Played Tom Paxton’s Guitar Time 08.31 In February 2005 I realised a 36 year old 
dream to perform in a concert with Tom Paxton. In the dressing room before the show I stood between Tom 
and Jez Luton while they sang and played a private concert in perfect stereo. Then I asked Tom if the 
Guitar he was playing was the signature model made for him by Martin Guitar’s. To my astonishment he 
said give it a try.  I was very nervous and didn’t dare move the capo, why I cannot tell you. I wondered what 
to play and decided to pick out ‘The Last Thing on My Mind’ Tom said ‘That’s a strange key to do that in !’ I 
didn’t tell him I was just to scared to move the capo.

Her song ‘Fly Me to the 
North’ has been recorded by many artists including Rod McKuen and 
John and Mary. The Group ‘Circulus’ made an album with Marianne’s 
song �Swallow� this song reach number three in the charts of two 
British music periodicals ‘Mojo’ and the ‘NME’ She still has one of the 
most distinctive and powerful voices of her time. 
 
 
Graeme Taylor, ‘He has long been one of our finest guitarists’ -

Almond has performed in 22 countries he has a catalogue 
of 11 albums 3 of which were for children and one a 
Tribute to David McWilliams. 

David Layton, has performed and taught 
music extensively throughout the USA, 
Western Europe and Japan. His stage 
personae radiates of cosmopolitism, yet one 
can hear from his playful and melodious 
saxophone lines the New York influence. He 
studied with the great masters: Michael 
Brecker, Joe Lovano and David Liebman.
